Panasonic's newly developed liquid-cooling system directly cools the DMD chip,
which extends the PT-D5500U/UL's performance and attains a high level of reliability.

The effect of dust has been minimized by completely sealing the optical block.
The dust-free design helps ensure that this DLPTM projector will continue to deliver
crisp, sharp, high-resolution images over an extended service life.

The use of two lamp systems increases brightness and eliminates the need to
interrupt a presentation if a lamp burns out (in dual lamp operation mode).
In single lamp operation mode, the lamp relay function greatly extends continuous
operating time.

A long-life lamp that stretches lamp life to 4,000 hours is available as an option.
In single lamp operation mode, the lamp relay function allows non-stop operation
24 hours a day for up to 47 weeks without replacing the lamps.
The use of UHM lamps dramatically cuts operating costs.

Dust filter is replaced from the side
and lamps are replaced from the back
panel.
Both of them are replaced very easily
even if PT-D5500U/UL is installed.
